Kit: You must bring your kit in good working order and in a safe condition. The organiser reserves the right to refuse to allow a fencer to compete in kit he considers to be unsafe.   Plastrons are mandatory. Breeches are recommended but safe trousers (pockets closed/taped/sewn) for U10, U12 and U14 may be allowed at organisers discretion.

Blade size restrictions: U10Foil any size 0-3, U12 and U14: Foil any size 0-3, sabre 0-2, epee 0-2 only.     U16 & U18 may use any size 0-5.  Note that the U10 rule is different to the BYC U10 rule (size 0 only).

10. Please do bring your own provisions but do not consume or spill sticky drinks in the sports hall.  Your entry fee does not include cleaning of the sports hall; we are relying on no one spilling any food or drink.  The swimming pool may be used.

11. Disclaimer:  All fencers are reminded that they compete at their own risk. The organisers will take all reasonable care, but do not accept liability for loss or injury, howsoever caused.  A parent or guardian must sign the entry form.  If you object to photography then consult the organiser before check-in.
