Additional notes for qualifiers from British Youth Championships Qualifiers

The finals entry administration for qualifiers will be by the event organiser.  They will complete the necessary forms and send them to John Ramsay along with all the paper work from the competition (entry lists, pool sheets, tableaux, results, bye claims etc).   John Ramsay will collate all the regions entries and check them all against the event paper work.   Until confirmed by John Ramsay, all results are provisional.   I anticipate that he would tell the qualifier organiser who would tell you in the unlikely event of any change.   Otherwise you should be able to just turn up on the day and expect to be expected!     At check-in you will be asked for a parents permission form.
